Class Activities
This past week we continued to work with color recognition and started working with color words.  We have learned a song to help us learn the color words.  It is sung to the tune of “B-I-N-G-O”.  “There was a farmer who had a pig and Red was his nam-o, R-E-D, R-E-D, R-E-D and Red was his name-O” And so on…..  See if your child can teach it to you.  During the year we learn most new skills through music.  
Our favorite cds are written by Dr. Jean.  You can check out her songs at www.drjean.org.   If you are interested you can purchase them on the website or at The Schoolhouse in Peoria.  
In the Language Arts center this week the children worked on their names making a “J is for ____” (example) craft with pom poms.  In the Math center we created a purple collage.  In the Art center we wrote our names with play dough.   In the Listening center we listened to our color word song and other songs that teach counting and letters. We also had time on the computers working with learning software that teaches opposites.
We started working in our journals this week.  Each time we do children practice writing their names and then draw or write about different concepts we are working on.
Other activities this week included making a black color collage and covering a heart with pasta.  We started exercises with Miss Sampier before play time in the gym and had our first library visit with Mrs. Stevens.  
For our Friday afternoon parent activity we made an ice cream strip of colored cones and color words.  Please display this somewhere and read it often.  
Literature stories we read this week included:  Julius, Baby of the World, White Rabbits Color Book, Brown Rabbit’s Shape Book, Mouse Shapes, and Noisy Nora.
