Class News
This week’s nursery rhyme with Mrs. Paxson was “Do you Know the Muffin Man?”  We worked with rhyming and the letter M with this rhyme.  We also worked with one to one correspondence with muffins and numbers 1- 10. 
The take home pack and book this week was “Is Your Mama a Llama?”  The children enjoyed this story, as it was a new story to most of them.  Our favorite activity with this story was re-telling the story with our story pieces.
During Math centers we made holiday ornament counting books.  This week we worked with the numbers 1-15 in the book and next week we will complete the books with 16-30.  They will come home for you to read after completion.   In the Language Arts center this week we cut out an alphabet gingerbread man, matching letters A-M.   In the Art center we painted trees for Christmas.  And as always we had time on the computers working with learning software that teaches phonics, sounds, colors, shapes, and sequencing.  
We also began our holiday gifts for you and also made handprint reindeer for our bulletin board display.  One of our favorite things this week was shopping at the Secret Santa shop.  
Attached to this newsletter are a full set of uppercase and lowercase letters.  Please cut them out and use them for matching uppercase to lowercase and sounds.  At school we say, “Name is _____, sound is _______”.   When you have time please help your child work with letters.  You can also play a memory game with them, matching uppercase to lowercase.
