Extra-Curricular
Regulations

Students in grades K-4 must be accompanied by an adult in order to attend
home games.

Fans must remain in the building for the entire game or games. If you leave,
you WILL NOT be re-admitted and you must leave the school grounds
immediately.

Fans may leave the gym to go to the cafeteria, restroom or hallway only at
half times and between games.

Fans must sit in the stands, not along end lines or in the corners of the gym.
Fans may not gather in the cafeteria, restrooms for the purpose of
socializing.

Fans must use proper language at all times.

Fans are not allowed on the gym floor at any time.

Fans may not stomp their feet on the bleachers.

Fans may not throw objects.

Fans should not boo.

Fans should not whistle in an attempt to distract the players.

Fans should not take soft drinks into the gym-they must remain in the
cafeteria.

Fans should cheer for their team, not against the other team.

Fans should not complain about referees, officials, and umpires and show
good sportsmanship.

Only players, managers, and coaches are allowed in the team dressing rooms.
Fans should be quiet during free throws for both teams.

Students should arrange to have their parents pick them up after the game.
School phones are not available, only in an emergency.

Teachers have the authority to remove any unruly fans who present
discipline problems. Such fans and incidents will be referred to the Principal
for further action. If a teacher asks you to do something, make sure it gets
done.
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
