The Brimfield Board of Education held a Special Meeting Wednesday, October 28, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. in the Superintendent’s Office at Brimfield Grade School.

Vice President Zinser called the meeting to order with the following members present:  Gilles, Weaver, Bauer and Dura.  Harmon and Hoerr were absent.

Harmon arrived at the meeting at 6:45 p.m. and Hoerr arrived at 6:50 p.m.

Tom Seymour, architect, introduced the members of the PSA team and indicated that there were some changes to the last drawing of the proposed new high school building.

Paul Reardon, from PSA, discussed the following items on the new blueprint:  relocation of the cafeteria; rough in drawing of auditorium, and flat roof versus curved.

Mr. Kalmin, from PSA, reported on the following items:  the drawing regarding windows and the front entrance; and explained the different options for the building style and the front – see blueprint for options A-1, A-2, B-l, and B-2.

Mangieri and Co. representatives Pete Mangieri and Chris Tyra presented a proposed budget for the proposed new high school building with a total of $16,578,528.  See attachment A.
