







SPECIAL MEETING

The Brimfield Board of Education held a Special Meeting Wednesday, January 13, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Kickapoo Creek Winery, Edwards, Illinois.

Harmon called the meeting to order with the following members present:  Dura, Bauer, Hoerr, Gilles.  Weaver and Zinser were absent.
Harmon introduced Mr. McNamara who then acted as Master of Ceremony introducing presenters involved in the new high school building project to the public.
Mr. McNamara first introduced presenters:  Paul Kouri and Paul Reardon architects of PSA Dewberry.  Mr. Kouri and Mr. Reardon went over the drawings of the new high school building and answered questions pertaining to the plans.

Mr. McNamara introduced Pete Mangieri, of Mangieri Associates, construction manager contracted by the school district.  Mr. Mangieri described a breakdown of the construction costs of the new high school building and answered questions related to construction costs.

Mr. McNamara then introduced Todd Kryskowski of Mesirow Financial Service.  Mr. Kryskowski explained to the public the impact of selling 13.9 million dollars of bonds at the current rate.
