A battery of reading tests will be administered to kindergarten through eighth grade.  It only takes one minute to give most of these tests.  These scores will be analyzed and concerns will be addressed.
The Letter Naming Fluency Test is given to kindergarten students.  These students will be given a page with upper and lower case letters and asked to name each one.  
The Letter Sound Fluency Test is given to kindergarten students.  These students will be given a page with lower case letters and asked to give the sounds for each one.

The Phoneme Segmentation Fluency Test is given to kindergarten and first grade students.  This is a measure of children’s awareness of the many sounds that make up words we speak.  The student is given a word like “cat” and asked to say all the sounds in the word.
The Nonsense Word Fluency Test is given to kindergarten and first grade students.  This test measures the relationship between letters and sounds used to read unfamiliar words.  A student is shown a page of make-believe words and asked to read them by saying the individual sound of each letter in the word or the whole word itself.
The R-CBM (Oral Reading Fluency) Test is given to first through eighth grade students.  This test measures how fluently and accurately students can read passages written at their grade level.  Research shows us that students who read accurately and fluently are better able to understand (comprehend) what they read.  
The MAZE (Comprehension) Test is given to second through eighth grade students.  This is a three minute timed reading where every 7th word is omitted and a choice of three words is given.
